	Key Knowledge

	We live in a diverse world. People can be similar or different through their personality, interests, gender identity, sexual orientation, age, culture, religious beliefs, likes/dislikes etc. 
Even though everyone is different, we are all equal.
Discrimination is treating someone differently based on their differences e.g. age, religious beliefs, ethnicity, sexual orientation or disability. 
Stereotyping is a fixed or set belief about a group of people. Stereotyping can be negative/unfair. 
Sex – physical differences between people who are male or female.
Gender Identity – how someone feels about their gender. E.g. some people may identify as a boy or a girl. Others may find neither of these terms feel right for them
Sexual Orientation - who someone feels physically and emotionally attracted to. This can be romantic or emotional attraction, or both.Our PSCHE Ground Rules…
