	Key Knowledge:


	Muslims do not believe they should ever depict their God in any way. Drawing their God is deemed to be highly offensive to them and we should respect their viewpoint on this.

	Cathedrals have been created, often over many hundreds of years, to make space for people to worship God and to express in architecture a Christian sense of the grandeur of God and the value of spiritual life. They are places for wonderful music, weddings and funerals, everyday prayer, community life and most importantly worship. • 

	Christians follow the teachings of Jesus about how they should act out of love, help others, have fellowship and be generous

	Over the last 125 years, more and more mosques have opened in the UK: there are about 1750. •

	There are about 50 000 church buildings in the UK. •

	There are many Christian & Muslim charities which help those in poverty around the world.

	Christians use artwork to represent the life of Jesus and their beliefs.

	Muslims also use artwork to represent their beliefs, but not of the Prophet Muhammad.

	Christians believe that they should give 10% of their income to their church, so they can spend it telling more people about their religion. 
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
